  New HUD Regulations and Existing Inventories of Standard Painted Anchors
Our office was notified by HUD that effective October 20, 2008, all new manufactured homes installed in Georgia would require the use of anchors that meet the new HUD regulations 3285.402(b)(1) and that standard painted anchors are no longer approved.

Since receiving that notification HUD has been in discussions with a number of anchor suppliers who have large quantities of the standard painted anchors. HUD has agreed to extend the use of the standard painted anchors through February 2, 2009 in order to give suppliers and installers the opportunity to use their existing inventory of standard painted anchors.
However, all manufactured home installations after February 2, 2009, will require the use of the anchors meeting the HUD Federal Installation Standards per 3285.402(b)(1).

Federal Regulation 3285.402(b)(1) states: Ground anchors must provide protection against weather deterioration and corrosion at least equivalent to that provided by a coating of zinc on steel of not less than 0.30oz.ft.2 of surface coated.

NOTE: Anchor suppliers have notified states that they have not been able to produce an anchor which meets the    new HUD standards, therefore all anchor and stabilizer plates installed after February 2, 2009 on new HUD               manufactured homes must be galvanized.
